The example above shows an HTML table that displays an order.

To build the table using HTML, the <table> tag is required to start and end the table.  The <tr> tag starts and ends each table row. The <th> tag starts and ends each cell that you want to be used as a table header, it makes the text bold and centered.  The <td> tag starts and ends each cell within a row.   If you used JavaScript to write out each line, you would have to be careful to print each HTML tag and data in the correct order. As you can see this can make for some complicated JavaScript statements.

One handy use for a function is to avoid repetitive use of complex HTML codes to output information.  Your assignment is to create the table above using JavaScript and functions. Use at least two functions. One to print the heading and one to print each row of the table.

1) This function will create the table header and should be called printHeader.  This function will not have any parameters it will just print the row for the table header.  

2) This function will create each row of the table.  Call this function printRow.  When calling the function you will need to pass three parameters, the item, quantity and price.  The function should print the row with the <tr><td> tags in the right order with each row of data. This function must also multiply the quantity * price to get the total.  

Don’t forget the <table> tags required at the beginning and end of the table.
